3.1. The original Cost of Fixed Assets existing as on 01-04-2002 have not been ascertained and
hence Assets existing on that date are stated at its written down value and all Fixed Assets acquired
after that date are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties and taxes and
incidental and direct expenses' related to acquisition. In respect of projects involving
constructions, related pre-operational expenses (including interest on loans for specific project
priortoits completion), form part of the value of the assets capitalised.

3.2. Fixed Assets received by way of non-monetary, (other than towards the Corpus Fund), are
capitalised at values stated, by corresponding credit to Capital Reserve.

4. DEPRECIATION:

4.1. Depreciation is provided on Written Down Value method as per rates specified in the Income
tax Act, 1961 except depreciation on cost adjustments arising on account of conversion of foreign
currency liabilities for acquisition of fixed assets, which is amortized over the residual life of the
respective assets.

4.2. In respect of additions to / deductions from fixed assets during the year, depreciation is
considered on pro rata basis.

5. MISCELLANEOUS EXPENDITURE:

Deferred revenue expenditure is written off over a period of 5 years from the yearitisincurred

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QEDIRECTOR’S MESSAGEg’

In the reporting year our primary focus is to complete the state of art GMP facilities and
undertaking their operations. Seven new facilities and two modified facilities were taken over in
February 2019 from HLL, the Project Management Consultant. Currently we are in full swing to
qualify the facilities and the critical equipment and implementation of Quality Systems on par
with the International Standards.

In this reporting year, we conducted three Local Monitoring Committee meetings with the
participation of Deputy Drugs Controller, CDSCO, South Zone, Chennai and Dr. B.Sekar, Director
BCG Vaccine Laboratory, Chennai as Special Invitees to monitor the status of GMP project.

The Drug Controller General of India kind heartedly accepted our request to conduct pre-
audit for the new facilities and Quality Systems. Two days audit was conducted by four member's
expert panel in the last week of March 2019. Two experts from CDSCO, New Delhi, one expert
from CDL, Kasauli and one expert from the State Drug Authority conducted the audit. Valuable
recommendations were given by the audit team and we are in the process of implementing CAPA
pertinentto the audit observations.

On the part of Institute's contribution to public health services, the Rabies Diagnostic lab
and Anti Rabies Clinic continued to render their services. The Rabies Diagnostic Lab has received
165 samples from all over the country, for the estimation of Anti-rabies neutralizing antibodies by
RFFIT using Murine Neuroblastoma-2A cells. At Institute's Anti-Rabies clinic 1002 patients
received Anti Rabies Vaccineamong them 378 patients received Anti Rabies Serum.

Institute's technical support for the taking forward the situation of Rabies Free Niligiris is
continuing.

In commemoration of the death anniversary of Louis Pasteur, this year also we celebrated
'World Rabies Day' on 28th September, 2018 with an objective of creating awareness on the
importance of vaccines. Institute organized various competitions among school children and
prizes were distributed. These competitions offered a platform for the school children to show-
cause their knowledge onvaccines and awareness on otherimportant diseases.
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On the academic front in this reporting year this Institute permitted industrial visit for
5275 students from different colleges and universities to enrich their scientific knowledge and to
create awarenessinvaccine production and immunization procedures etc.

For future expansion of our Institute, the Cabinet Committee of Govt. of India approved
the transfer of 30 acres land from the Press Colony, Coimbatore. This will help the Institute to
bring cost effective new viral and conjugate vaccines to UIP, thereby this Institute will be
contributing tremendously in securing the National health policies. The Governing Body
meeting of this Institute held on 5" Feb 2019, chaired by Secretary (Health). The Chairperson
advised the Institute to supply vaccines to UIP within the committed time lines.

We are working together with appropriate plan to achieve the committed target dates to
therelease of Vaccines to UIP.

We, sincerely thank the Secretary (Health) and the Chairperson of Governing Body, PII,
Coonoor, Additional Secretary, Joint Secretary and all officials of Department of Vaccine Institute
of Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, for all their supports rendered
during this reporting period. | thank all the officers and staff of PIl, Coonoor for all the
achievements witnessed during this reporting period.

Pasteur Institute of India, Coonoor is a pioneer Institute involved in the production of
Antirabies Vaccine and DPT group of Vaccines. It is functioning as an autonomous body under
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India.

(PREAMBLE )

The Institute started functioning as Pasteur Institute of Southern India, on 6" April 1907
and the Institute took a new birth as the Pasteur Institute of India (registered as a Society under
the Societies Registration Act 1860) and started functioning as an autonomous body under the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, New Delhi from the 10" of February,
1977. The affairs of the Institute are managed by a Governing Body. The Institute is functioning
on no profit noloss basis.

The death of a young English lady Lily Pakenham Walsh, due to hydrophobia in the year
1902 who could not get antirabies treatment in time led to the establishment of Pasteur Institute
of Southern India. Mr.Henry Phipps, American Philanthropist donated to Lord Curzon, the then
Viceroy of India a sum of Rs.50.00 lakhs for the development of Medical Institutions, out of which,
a sum of Rupees one lakh was allocated to start the Pasteur Institute of Southern India at
Coonoor.

The cool and equitable climate led to the choice of Coonoor as the most suitable location
for the construction of the Institute. Spread over an area of 16 acres of land the Institute is
situated on a grassy knoll on the upper reaches of Coonoor town amidst beautiful surroundings
with lush greenery, manicured lawns and flower gardens. It has a glorious tradition of single
minded dedication to alleviate the suffering of humanity by its contribution to the research and
development of vaccinesinthe country.

((SETTING THE PACEIN TECHNOLOGY):l

Pasteur Institute of India has consistently set the pace in innovating and adapting newer
technology to suit Indian conditions and needs. It is this vast experience and expertise which
makes it well equipped to meet the challenges of applying advanced technology in vaccine
production. Among the major equipments available in the Institute are large bacterial
fermentors, zonal centrifuge, industrial freeze drier, several bulk autoclaves, ovens, filling
machines, large cold rooms, deep freezers, bioreactors, purified water system, WFI plant, TOC
analyzer, column chromatography, oil & moister free air compressor, Effluent Treatment Plant
(ETP) and Sewage Treatment Plant (STP). Fully fledged facility is available for Research and
Development work which includes HPLC system, ultra centrifuge, ELISA equipment and
equipment for molecular biology work.

This Institute has been accredited with International Organisation for Standardization (ISO)
Certification 9001-2000 for its adopting Quality Management System during the year 2003-2004.
This is the first Institute in the Public Sector which has been accredited with ISO 9001-2000 in the
vaccine manufacture by International accrediting organization namely Bureau Veritas Quality
International (BVQl), London. The certificate was valid upto 22.02.2009. The ISO standards are
complementary in line with Good Manufacturing Practices (GMP) norms. The Certificate is
issued only after conducting a series of audits to check whether all the standards of ISO are in
compliance.

(( DEVELOPING COUNTRIES VACCINE MANUFACTURING NETWORK (DCVMN)))

DCVMN is a public health driven, international alliance of manufacturers, working to
strengthen vaccine manufacturers. DCVMN works through the provision of information programs
and professional training on technical improvements, research in vaccine production,
encouraging technology transfer initiatives, and educating the public about the availability of safe
and effective vaccines, from developing world manufacturers and related programs. Over the
years the network grew reaching out today to include 50 vaccine manufacturers, in 17 countries
and territories, producing and supplying over 40 different types of vaccines, in several
presentations and using a variety of technology platforms totaling around 200 products. From
those nearly 40 are prequalified by WHO.

The Objectives of the Network is to provide a consistent and sustainable supply of quality
vaccines at an affordable price to developing countries.

Mock Audit: Expert Consultants are recruited and paid for by DCVMN to hold mock-audits,
for about one week, of various features of the facilities/processes/documentation of the
selected vaccine manufacturer(s) and assist/advise in executing improvements. Only the
local hotel charges and transportation are to be taken care by the vaccine manufacturer.

Training of Trainers: Offers 5 —day trainings, once per year, in 3 regions: Latin America (Brazil,
Mexico, Argentina), Southeast Asia / Africa, Egypt, India, Bangladesh), Asia Pacific (Vietnam,
Thailand, Korea, Indonesia, China). Open to all DCVMN members, limited to 3-4 participants
per company (i.e. 50 participants at each training). Hotel accommodation for the
participantsis paid for by DCVMN.

DCVMN dialogue with Developing Countries Regulatory Network (DCRN): The National
Regulatory Authority of each one of the Developing countries is unique in the interpretation
and implementation of its Drug Act and Rules. Thereby, the member organizations of the
DCVMN find its complicated to prepare the dossiers of their vaccines for registration in these
countries. Attempts are being made to harmonize the Common Technical Documents for the
registration of vaccines. The WHO could make the harmonization efforts possible.

Database of Consultants: Database of Consultants for the vaccine industry was not available
in the public domain prior to the year 2015. DCVMN has over 70 consultants listed in the
database. Member organizations may contact them directly for consultancy.

The Governing Body of this Institute in its meeting held on 19.04.2017 noted the

recommendations of the SFC and approved the proposal of Pll, Coonoor to become a member in
Developing Countries Vaccine Manufactures Network (DCVMN) paying the requisite annual fees.

By joining the DCVMN network, the services of the DCVMN in terms of technical assistance

in all aspects of production & distribution of vaccines including technology transfers, vaccine
related products and other health related technologies may be availed by this Institute.

( A. BACTERIAL VACCINE DIVISION )

The bacterial vaccine division comprises of three basic functional units, which are
producing bulk antigens for the production of DPT group of vaccines.

4 Diphtheria
4 Tetanus
4 Pertussis

( DIPHTHERIA )

Diphtheria block is dedicated for the manufacturing of Diphtheria bulk antigen. This section
isadopting fermentation technology for the cultivation of Diphtheria toxin.

In the new GMP facility, Diphtheria block having 167.71 sq. m of functional areas with
modular panel walls and HVAC system to facilitate clean room environment for the production
which encompass the compliance with Schedule M and World Health Organization (WHO). The
functional area is having dedicated area for Meat Digestion, Media & Buffer preparation, washing
and sterilization areas, seed preparation area, upstream area and downstream area. The
production facility is equipped with Clean-In-Place (CIP) and Sterilization-In-Place (SIP) skids for
cleaning and sterilization of fermentors and other vessels. The upstream area is equipped with
fully automated SCADA controlled seed fermentor and production fermentor. The capacity of the
production fermentor is 400 lit. The downstream area is equipped with fully automated
Diafiltration system for the purification of the bulk antigen. There is a dedicated room for sterile
filtration activities of bulk antigen.
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This Institute has dedicated manufacturing block for Tetanus bulk antigen manufacturing.
The facility is equipped with blown out unit in HVAC system to ensure the environmental safety by
preventing the escape of Tetanus organism from the production facility.

The new Tetanus Laboratory is having functional area of 304.39 Sq m. with modular panel
walls and HVAC system to facilitate clean room environment for the production which encompass
the compliance with Schedule M and World Health Organization (WHO). The functional area is
having dedicated area for Meat Digestion, Media & Buffer preparation, washing and sterilization
areas, seed preparation area, upstream area and downstream area. The upstream area is
equipped with fully automated SCADA controlled two 500 lit. production fermentor. The
production facility is equipped with Clean-In-Place (CIP) and Sterilization-In-Place (SIP) skids for
cleaning and sterilization of fermentors and other vessels. The downstream area is equipped
with fully automated micro filtration system for the purification of the bulk antigen. There is a
dedicated room for sterile filtration activities of bulk antigen.

( PERTUSSIS )

Pertussis block is dedicated for the manufacturing of pertussis bulk antigen. In the new
GMP facility, Pertussis block having 185.77 sq. m of functional areas with modular panel walls and
HVAC system to facilitate clean room environment for the production which encompass the
compliance with Schedule M and World Health Organization (WHQO). The functional area is having
dedicated rooms for Seed Preparation, Media & Buffer preparation, preparatory and sterilization
areas, upstream and downstream areas. The upstream area is equipped with seed fermentor and
two 500 lit. capacity production fermentor. They are fully automated and controlled by SCADA.
The downstream area is equipped with Microfiltration system for concentration of organisms, full
automated Heat inactivation vessel. The production facility is equipped with Clean-In-Place (CIP)
and Sterilization-In-Place (SIP) skids for cleaning and sterilization of fermentors and other vessels.
The manufactured and QC released individual strains are pooled in a blending room to make a
bulk antigen for vaccine preparation.

Currently PIIC is using 4 different strains of B. pertussis for better immune response and
protection.

( FORMULATION & FILLING )

The new Formulation & Filling block having 249.61 sq. m of functional areas with modular
panel walls and HVAC system to facilitate clean room environment for the production which
encompass the compliance with Schedule M and World Health Organization (WHO). Thisblockis
having dedicated areas for Gel preparation, Filling of final lots, Visual Inspection areas, Packing,
Labelling and cold storage facility. This manufacturing facility equipped with fully automated vial
washing, sterilization tunnels and filling machine with a capacity of 200 vials per minute. The
visual inspection of the vials will be carried out with the help of semi automated visual inspection
machine. Theinspected vial will be stored in dedicated cold storage areas.
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((WARE HOUSE AND RAW MATERIAL & FINISHED GOODS AREA))

The Ware House has functional area of 410.54 sq.m with modular panel walls and HVAC
system to facilitate clean room environment which encompass the compliance with Schedule M
and World Health Organization (WHO). This block is having dedicated rooms for Receipt,
Quarantine, Sampling area and approved materials area. The ware house is equipped with
suitable storage facilities to store temperature sensitive raw materials and excipients. All the
materials will pass through the dusting tunnel at the receiving bay. This block is equipped with five
dedicated cold rooms for storing CDL released final lots prior to shipment.

((QUALITY CONTROL DIVISION )

Quality Control is an independent department reporting directly to the Head of the
Institute. Quality Control Division is divided into (i) Raw Material testing section (ii) Microbiology
(iii) in-vitro (iv) in-vivo (v) Experimental Animal House (vi) Stability testing and (vii) Rabies
Diagnosticcentre.

The following activities are carried out in Quality Control Division.

a) Quality Control Tests on in-process, intermediates, bulk antigen and final lots of DPT group of
vaccines.

b) Environmental Control and Monitoring Programme (EMP) is carried out for the production
areas to ensure and monitor the performance of clean rooms.

c) Testing of utilities like source water, potable water, soft water, WFI, pure steam condensate
and compressed air.

d) Stability studies
e) Rabies Diagnostic Tests and
f) in-vivo tests to ensure safety and efficacy of the products.

( EXPERIMENTAL ANIMAL HOUSE )

PlICis having dedicated facility of Experimental Animal Block having functional area of 171.2
sg.m. with modular panel walls and HVAC system to facilitate clean room environment which
encompass the compliance with Schedule M and World Health Organization (WHO). This block
having dedicated rooms for holding different species of animals. PIIC installed Euthanasia
Chamber for human method of sacrificing the animals after completion of tests. PIIC is using
Anesthesia Chamber to anesthetize the animals prior to carrying out intra cerebral inoculation
method.

( ANIMAL BREEDING )

Pll, Coonoor has CPCSEA approval for breeding, experimental and supply of animals

The new Animal Breeding block has functional area of 227.69 sq. m with modular panel
walls and HVAC system to facilitate clean room environment which encompass the compliance
with Schedule M and World Health Organization (WHO). This facility is having dedicated area
breeding of Mice and Guinea pig and for Quarantining of Animals, Animal Breeding rooms, Stock
rooms and wash area. This facility is equipped with double door autoclave for bedding materials
and cages.

( ENGINEERING )

In the new GMP area, a dedicated utility system is functioning for smooth functioning of all
equipmentsand machineriesin24x7.

Manufacturing and laboratory areas in the site are provided with appropriate Heat
Ventilation and Air Conditioning (HVAC) system. The HVAC system consists of appropriate
features to maintain the desired environmental conditions such as temperature, humidity etc, as
applicable around the facility during all seasons.
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((Building Automation System & Control Philosophy:))

For automation and control, a state of the art building automation system is designed for
AHU's catering clean rooms.

In the building automation system, the temperature sensors/transmitters, RH sensors,
velocity sensors, pressure sensors/transmitters shall be provided. These sensors shall send
digital/analog input signal to DDC's (Direct Digital Controllers) which shall send appropriate
output command to field devices like control valves, motorized actuators, alarm hooters etc. for
control, alarm and monitoring. BMS are programmed for normal, fumigation and emergency
mode operation.

DDC's are validatable type and conforming to 21 CFR part11.

( BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF WATER SYSTEM: )
Source Water:

Source Water for the site is taken from well water. The water is collected in two tanks of 200
m’and 150 m’ capacities respectively and then transferred to Main Source Water Tank. The Main
source water tank is of 45 kL and distributed to 200 m’ of water for fire hydrant system and 150 m’
is used for storing well water and rejected pre-treatment water to be used for gardening.

When well water is used as source for feed water, this water is passed through source water
generation system. This system is used for the treatment of well water to meet the source water
specification for pre treatment. This system includes dual Media filter, Micron cartridge filter,
Reverse osmosis treatment system.

Feed water for Purified Water:

Feed water for purified water is generated from source water through several stages of pre
treatment and finally through RO (Reverse Osmosis) system.

The pre treatment is designed to reduce the level of suspended solids, microbial load,
dissolved impurities, colloids and organic solids in the source water.

( REVERSE OSMOSIS (RO) SYSTEM/PW GENERATION SYSTEM: )

The Reverse Osmosis system is designed to further reduce the Total Dissolved Solids (TDS)
level inthe water.

( PURE STEAM GENERATOR : )

Basic operation is distillation by thin film evaporation. Pure steam is generated from this
equipment also surpasses steam quality tests like non-condensable gases, degree of super heat
and dryness fraction as per requirement. PSG system consists of shell and tube heat exchanger
where heat transfer is done by falling film evaporation which gives assurance for achieving high
temp for every drop of water and separation of pyrogenic load by centrifugal action and
distributed to user points through mother loop.

( WFI GENERATION AND DISTRIBUTION:)

(mother loop) which is maintained at NLT 80°C. Each of the 3 WFI storage tanks has dedicated
loops (sub loops) running through the blocks. These distribution loops from each of these tanks
are also maintained at NLT 80°C. WFI specifications are defined in specification SOPs.

The Addressable fire alarm system provided for Institute consists of the following. A 3 loop
main addressable fire alarm panelisinstalled in the animal breeding block first floor.

A set of call station, pre amplifier and 120 watts amplifier installed in animal experiment
block at first floor BMS room and this station covers all the production, Animal Experiment,
Animal Breeding and Ware House blocks.

This Institute is having Planned Preventive Maintenance Programs for Premises,
equipments and critical systems to keep the facility and premises always in auditable conditions.

(RABIES TREATMENT CENTRE & DISPENSARYj

Rabies treatment center established in 1907 for treatment of dog bite cases is continuously
functioning for the last 100 years or more effectively and efficiently. For the benefit of the long
distance patients coming from far of places this hospital is working round the clock. During day
time the dispensary is also providing basic health care facilities to employees of Pasteur Institute
of India and their dependents. Rabies treatment center is also engaged in collecting
epidemiological data of animal bite cases and also efficacy of antirabies vaccines. In order to
minimize the cost and quantity of tissue culture vaccine intra dermal administrationis practiced.

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( RABIES FREE NILGIRIS )

With the prevailing situation of No Rabies reported from Nilgiris District for the past 11 years
PIl, Coonoor has initiated steps to declare the Nilgiris district Rabies free with a collaboration of
Directorate of Public Health, Govt. of Tamilnadu.

The data of Pasteur Institute of India Antirabies clinic shows that no case of Rabies
reported from Nilgiris District since 2003-04 and the same situation prevails in the other health
facilities in the District. No case of animal rabies was reported for the past 15 years as per the
Department of Animal Husbandry, Nilgiris District.

( PHARMACOVIGILANCE)

'Pharmacovigilance' is the science and activities relating to the detection, assessment,
understanding and prevention of adverse effects or any other drug related problems.

Once a product is marketed, new information will be generated, which can have an impact
on the benefits or risks of the product; evaluation of this information should be a continuing
process, in consultation with regulatory authorities. Detailed evaluation of the information
generated through Pharmacovigilance activities is important for all products to ensure their safe
use.

Safety specification will be a summary of the important identified risks of a drug, important
potential risks and important missing information. Pharmacovigilance plan should be based on
the safety specification. The plan would normally be developed by the sponsor and can be
discussed with regulators during product development, prior to approval (i.e., when the
marketing application is submitted) of a new product, or when a safety concern arises post-
marketing.

( QUALITY ASSURANCE )

The new Quality Assurance area is having separate rooms of Quality Assurance Office — |,
Quality Assurance Office — Il, Quality Assurance Office — Ill, Documentation Area — |,
Documentation Area—ll, Seed Storage Area and Training Area.
